What Can Be Done To Help Stop Climate Change

Energy efficiency: Using energy more efficiently is the most effective way to reduce carbon emissions
and fuel bills. Take simple measures such as turning off unneeded lights and appliances. Fit high value
insulation in lofts and wall cavities and using low energy light bulbs and appliances. Install efficient
heating systems and improved heating and lighting controls. Local authorities and businesses should
play a major role in this as they are large users of energy. Many authorities have energy efficiency
targets of around 30% by 2010.

Buildings: All new buildings should be built to the highest insulation values and have energy efficiency
technologies built in. These should include solar photovoltaic cells, solar thermal hot water, automated
wood pellet stoves and boilers and ground source heat pumps.

Marine Renewables: Wave and tidal energy devices, such as tidal stream generators, could help to
generate large amounts of carbon-free electricity, however they are still in their infancy. It would, in
theory, be possible to generate the world’s electricity from the waves of the oceans. Of the prototype
wave power devices built so far, most would have a low environmental or visual impact.

Changing attitudes to energy consumption: We are all guilty of using too much energy, yet cutting
usage is the only real way to tackle climate change. We must adapt to using less, be it in the home, the
workplace or travelling. We all deserve a far better public transport system, let’s push this point home to
our MPs.

But won’'t wind farms stop climate change? Unfortunately, climate change will not be solved by building wind farms. Wind farms are built solely for the profits of the
companies and landowners involved. The only agenda these companies have is to generate money, not electricity! They obviously have no love or regard for the beauty of
North Cornwall.

Developers will always overstate the benefits of wind power, it is in their interests do so. Do not be fooled by their propaganda; only they will be the beneficiaries whilst the
local community will end up losing out.

But isn't electricity from wind free?  Wind farm companies claim that wind generation, once the initial set up costs are met, is free of cost. If this was the case, then why
does every wind farm company need huge government subsidies to encourage them to build the turbines? The fact is that these wind farms are not commercially viable; if
the subsidies were withdrawn then the companies would not build them.

High impact on wildlife and the local ecology.

Will lead to less public access in certain woodland and moor land areas and ruin the amenity enjoyment of people in North Cornwall.

Shadow flicker caused by rotor blades, dangerous near roads and can have a severe impact on health & well-being.

Wind farm companies are only interested in their pr ofits, not the environment and would turn the whole of North Cornwall into one big industrial
landscape.
